RAPPORT OM KOLLISIONEN

MELLAN STENA NAUTICA OCH JOANNA

Den 19 december gav Statens Haverikommission efter nés-
tan tva ars utredande ut en rapport om kollisionen mellan
Stena Nautica och Joanna den 16 februari 2004. Det var en
ren besvikelse for den som vill favetskap om vad som var de
verkliga orsakernartill kollisionen och varfér Joanna gjorde
entotalt oténkbar gir efter det att man passerat StenaNauticas
stavlinje pa 0.6 nautiska mil och kolliderade med Stena
Nauticas akterskepp.

Varfor svarade inte Joanna pa Marstrands anrop tidigare pa
natten? Hur fungerade denintaktakanal radarn med vissadelar
brénda pa skarmen? Varfor har inte de av Joanna uppgivna
girarna ifrégasatts efter plottingen i land? Hur paverkades
Joannas mandvrar av Frejas nérvaro? Har hela beséttningen
och rederiets personal intervjuats?

Ingen av dessa fragor har besvarats, trots att det &r
Haverikommissionens uppgift att utredavad som hant for att
forhindra olyckor i framtiden. Denna utredning slutar i ett
enda stort fragetecken.

Mycket arbete har dock lagts ner pa att de vattentéta dor-
rarna utdver de muntligt dispensgivna, var éppna trots for-
bud, vilket naturligtvis skall kritiseras, men dettavar va anda
inte orsaken till olyckan. Efter olyckan skall ocks3, efter be-
slut fran Sjofartsinspektionen, ala vattentéta dorrar pa ala

fartyg varasténgdatill §6ssochingadispenser medges|angre.
Kritik framfors &ven mot rederiets sékerhetskultur. Detta
ocksa i samband med de operativa forhallningsreglerna for
hanteringen av de vattentdta dorrarna.

Manualerna har godkénts av §j6fartsinspektionen och munt-
lig dispens har tidigare givits.

SFBF &r ytterst forvanad over detta generaliserande i en en-
skild brist mot bakgrund av det sétt som bade beséttning och
rederiet tog hand om passagerarna efterat och skotte kom-
munikation internt och externt, utrymning av fartygets ut-
rymning och dvergivande. Det ndmnsintei rapporten. Detta
tillsammans med ett antal andraraddningsaktioner och annat
handlande frén Stenas och rederiets beszttningar sidagenom
aren visar enligt var uppfattning pa en mycket god
5 6sékerhetskultur inom rederiet som andra borde folja.

HAMNDIREKTIVET AVSLAGET

Europaparlamentet har for andra gangen rostat ner ett for-
slag till ett direktiv for att 6kakonkurrensen i hamnarna. Det
foresdlagnadirektivet innebar att fler stuveribolag skulle kunna
etablera sig i hamnarna, aternativt att 5j6man skulle kunna
lossa fartygen.

Det dlutliga
fordaget var dock saurvattnat att &ven redarnaborjade backa
trots en tidigare héftig lobby.

Mest omstritt var dock
fordlaget om att anvanda fartygsbeséttningar till lastning och
lossning, speciellt fran de fackliga organisationerna.

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IFSMA WEBMAIL DECEMBER REPORT

Every two years the IMO Assembly takes place and gene-
raly runs through November and December. The Council
which is the executive organ of IMO and is responsible, un-
der theAssembly, for supervising thework of the Organization
and co-ordinating the work of the committees also meets
during this session. IFSMA attended these meetings and the
key pointsof interest to IFSMA raised at those meeting were
asfollows:

The 24th Assembly was held in London from the:
21st November to the 2nd December 2005

The Assembly was attended by 817 delegates representing
153 Member States and three Associate Members; the Uni-
ted Nationsand specialized agencies, one Non-Member State,
five intergovernmental organizations and 27 non-
governmental organizations.

Piracy off the coast of Somalia

The Assembly adopted a resolution (se below) which
condemns and deplores al acts of piracy and armed robbery
against ships on Piracy and armed robbery against ships and
in particular the waters off the coast of Somalia, calling for
the issue to be brought to the attention of the United Nations
Security Council. It appealsto all parties which may be able
to assist to take action, within the provisions of international
law, to ensure that all acts or attempted acts of piracy and
armed robbery against ships are terminated forthwith; that
any plans for committing such acts are abandoned; that any
hijacked shipsareimmediately and unconditionally released;
and that no harm is caused to seafarers serving in them.

Fair treatment of seafarers

TheAssembly adopted aresol ution requesting the Joint IMO/
ILO Ad Hoc Expert Working Group on Fair Treatment of
Seafarersto finalize guidelines on fair treatment of seafarers
in the event of a maritime accident as a matter of priority.
The resolution echoes the serious concern about the need to
ensure the protection of the rights of seafarersin view of the
growing use of criminal proceedings against them, in
particular their prolonged detention, asaresult of amaritime
accident. The resolution urges all States to respect the basic
human rights of seafarersinvolved in maritime accidents. This
included the need to investigate maritime accidents
expeditiously and to avoid any unfair treatment of seafarers
and to adopt procedures to allow the prompt repatriation or
re embarkation of seafarers following these accidents.

Particularly Sensitive Sea Areas
Following some recent criticism of regional areas claiming

PSSA statusfor political reasonsIFSMA is pleasd to see that
the Assembly adopted revised Guidelines for the
Identification and Designation of Particularly Sensitive Sea
Areas (PSSASs) have been adopted. A PSSA is an area that
needs special protection through action by IMO because of
its significance for recognized ecological, socio-economic,
or scientific attributeswhere such attributes may bevulnerable
to damage by international shipping activities.

An application for PSSA designation should contain a
proposal for an associated protective measure or measures
aimed at preventing, reducing or eliminating the threat or
identified vulnerability. Associated protective measures for
PSSAs are limited to actions that are to be, or have been,
approved and adopted by IMO, for example, arouteing sys-
tem such as an area to be avoided.

The guidelines provide adviceto IMO Member Governments
in the formulation and submission of applications for the
designation of PSSAs to ensure that in the process, al inte-
rests - those of the coastal State, flag State, and the
environmental and shipping communities - are thoroughly
considered on the basis of relevant scientific, technical,
economic, and environmental information regarding the area
at risk of damage from international shipping activities.

IMO Member State Audit Scheme

This scheme will address issues such as conformance in
enacting appropriate legislation for the IMO instruments to
which it isaParty; the administration and enforcement of the
applicable laws and regulations of the Member State; the de-
legation of authority in terms of the implementation of
convention requirements; and the control and monitoring
mechanism of the Member State’'s survey and certification
processes and of itsrecognized organizations. Therewill al'so
be the |mplementation of Mandatory IM O Instruments, which
will provide the audit standard.

To ensure that Member States’ audit can commence in 2006,
an adequate pool of trained auditors is to be established by
mid 2006, based on nominations by Member States of
qualified auditors for training under the provisions of the
scheme. It is expected that between 20 to 30 audits will be
conducted during the 2006-2007 biennium. Thetechnical co-
operation global programme for the scheme will have a key
role to play in supporting the training programme.

Wreck Removal Convention - Conference to be held
The Assembly approved, subject to progress made by the
Legal Committee, the holding of a Conference during 2007
in Nairobi, Kenya, to adopt a new Wreck Removal
Convention. The proposed new convention is intended to
provide international rules on the rights and obligations of
States and ship-owners in dealing with wrecks and drifting
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or sunken cargo which may pose a hazard to navigation or
pose a threat to the marine environment of coastal states.
The draft Convention currently being considered by the
Legal Committee is intended to clarify rights and
obligationsregarding theidentification, reporting, locating
and removal of hazardouswrecks, in particular those located
in the exclusive economic zone.

IMO Assembly Resolution calls for action on piracy
off Somalia

The problem of piracy and armed robbery against shipsin
waters off the coast of Somalia should be brought to the
attention of the United Nations Security Council, the 24th
session of the Assembly of the International Maritime
Organization agreed on Wednesday (23 November) when it
adopted a resolution on Piracy and armed robbery against
shipsin waters off the coast of Somalia.

The resolution was submitted to the Assembly at the
recommendation of IMO Secretary-General Efthimios E.
Mitropoulos following its approval, in principle, at the
meeting of the IMO Council which preceded the Assembly.
The resolution condemns and deplores all acts of piracy and
armed robbery against shipsand appealsto al parties, which
may be ableto assist, to take action, within the provisions of
international law, to ensure that all acts or attempted acts of
piracy and armed robbery against ships are terminated
forthwith; any plansfor committing such acts are abandoned;
and any hijacked ships areimmediately and unconditionally
released and that no harm is caused to seafarers serving in
them. Theresolution authorizesthe IMO Secretary-General
to submit the resol ution to the Secretary-General of the Uni-
ted Nations for consideration and any further action he may
deem appropriate, including bringing the matter to the
attention of the Security Council, taking into account regio-
nal co-ordination efforts.

The IMO Secretary-Generd is aso requested to continue
monitoring the situation and to report to the IMO Council on
developments; to establish and maintain co-operation with
the United Nations Monitoring Group on Somalia; and to
consult with interested Governments and organizations to
discuss providing technical assistanceto Somaliaand nearby
coastal States to address the problem. This includes taking
into account the outcome of the sub regional seminar on
piracy and armed robbery against ships and maritime security
held in Sana a, Yemen from 9 to 13 April 2005. A follow-up
to this seminar is due to be held in Oman in January 2006.
Theresolution respectsfully the sovereignty, sovereign rights,
jurisdiction and territorial integrity of Somalia and the rele-
vant provisions of international law, in particular the United
Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea.

Governments are strongly urged to increase their efforts to
prevent and suppress actsof piracy and armed robbery against
shipsand, in particular, to co-operate with other Governments
and international organizations in relation to acts occurring
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or likely to occur in the waters off the coast of Somalia.
Governments are al so strongly urged to:

a) issue advice and guidance on any measures or actionsthey
may need to take when they are under attack, or threat of
attack, whilst sailing in waters off the coast of Somalia;

b) encourage ships to ensure that information on attempted
attacks or on committed acts of

piracy or armed robbery whilst sailing in waters off the coast
of Somaliais promptly conveyed to the nearby coastal Sta-
tes and to the nearest most appropriate Rescue Co-ordina-
tion Centre;

) provide a point of contact through which ships entitled to
fly their flag may request advice or assistance when sailing
in waters off the coast of Somalia and to which such ships
can report any security concerns about other ships,
movements or communicationsin the area;

d) bring to the attention of the IMO Secretary-General infor-
mation on attempted attacks or on committed acts of piracy
or armed robbery against ships whilst sailing in waters off
the coast of Somalia so asto enable him to promptly convey
such information to the other Member Governmentsfor their
consideration and any action they may deem fit under the
prevailing circumstances;

€) encourage shipsto implement expeditiously, for the ship’s
protection and for the protection of other shipsinthevicinity,
any measure or advice the nearby coastal States or any other
State or competent authority may have provided;

f) establish, as necessary, plans and procedures to assist
owners, managers and operators of shipsin the speedy reso-
lution of hijacking cases occurring in the waters off the coast
of Somalia; and

0) investigate all acts or attempted acts of piracy and armed
robbery against ships entitled to fly their flag occurring in
the waters off the coast of Somaliaand to report to IMO any
pertinent information.

The resolution also requests the Transitional Federal
Government of Somaliato bring the resolution to the attention
of the Transitional Federal Assembly, requesting it toinitiate
appropriate actions suitable to prevent and suppress acts of
piracy and armed robbery against ships originating from
within Somalia. It requests the Transitional Federal
Government of Somaliato bring the resol ution to the attention
of all other parties concerned in Somaliaand seek from them
the immediate termination of all acts of piracy and armed
robbery against ships sailing in waters off the coast of
Somalia

The IMO Assembly also noted the United Nations World
Food Programme’s concerns that the current situation is
having a negative impact on the prompt and effective deli-

very of food aid and of other humanitarian assistance to
Somalia and poses a serious threat to the health and well-
being of the Somali people.

Background

IMO initiatives to counter piracy and armed robbery at sea
(IMO is implementing an anti-piracy project, a long-term
project which beganin 1998. Phase one consisted of anumber
of regional seminarsand workshops attended by Government
representativesfrom countriesin piracy-infested areas of the
world; while phase two consisted of anumber of evaluation
and assessment missionsto different regions. IMO’saim has
been to foster the development of regional agreements on
implementation of counter piracy measures.

The Regional Co-operation Agreement on Combating Piracy
and Armed Robbery against shipsinAsia(RECAAP), which
was concluded in November 2004 by 16 countriesin Asia,
and includesthe RECA AP Information Sharing Centre (1SC)
for facilitating the sharing of piracy-related information, isa
good example of successful regional co-operation whichIMO
seeksto replicate elsewhere.

recently, aprogramme of sub-regional meetingswasinitiated
to promote regional action to address piracy and armed
robbery against ships in the wider context of maritime
security.

The first of these was held in Sana’a, Yemen in April 2005
for States in the Red Sea and Gulf of Aden areas, with a
follow-up event planned for Oman in January 2006.

The meeting on the Straits of Malacca and Singapore:
Enhancing Safety, Security and Environmental Protection,
held in Jakarta, Indonesiain September 2005 al so addressed
the issues of piracy and armed robbery against ships and a
follow-on meeting will take place in Malaysiain 2006.
Further initiatives under this programme are scheduled for
the Caribbean, South Asia, Asia Pacific and West and Cen-
tral Africain early 2006. Missionsto follow up these events
and meetings in other regions will commence later in the
year. To assist in anti-piracy measures, IMO issues reports
on piracy and armed robbery against ships submitted by
Member Governments and international organizations. The
reports, which include names and descriptions of ships
attacked, position and time of attack, consequences to the
crew, ship or cargo and actionstaken by the crew and coastal
authorities, are now circulated monthly, with quarterly and
annual summaries.

IMO hasissued Guidance to shipowners and ship operators,
shipmasters and crews on preventing and suppressing acts
of piracy and armed robbery against ships and
Recommendations to Governments for preventing and sup-
pressing piracy and armed robbery against ships.
